1. INTRODUCTION 
 
1.1 SPARSE – the Sparsity Partnership for Authorities delivering Rural Services – currently has 

more than fifty members from among County and District Councils in England.  The Group is 
cross party and membership is targeted at those authorities with a population density of two 
persons per hectare or less but is open to others with sparsity interests.  The National Park 
Authorities in England and Wales have recently been invited to join the group at a lower 
membership fee.
