BACKGROUND

"The Council for National Parks (CNP) is the national charity that works to protect and
enhance the National Parks of England and Wales, and areas that merit National Park status,
and promote understanding and quiet enjoyment of them for the benefit of all.

The Council for National Parks is the only national, voluntary sector organisation dedicated to
National Parks. CNP is an umbrella of 46 environmental and amenity groups, indirectly
representing over three million people with an interest in National Park matters. CNP aims to
give those groups a shared vision and voice on National Park issues. It has its roots in the
Standing Committee on National Parks, which was set up in 1936, so CNP has a long
tradition and expertise in National Park matters".
