Purpose of Report:   
 
To report to Members on the outturn for 2003/04 and the position on reserves at 31 March 2004. 
 
Legal & Financial Implications including Human Rights Act 1998:

ii) AGREE that the transfer of £38,000 from reserves to support the 2004/05 budget, be 

REVIEWED in November 2004. 
 
 
 
1. INTRODUCTION 
 
1.1 The Authority’s budgetary control system and monitoring information are geared to the 

management arrangements and financial control systems of the Authority and reporting is  
therefore in a different format to the Annual Accounts which have to be produced in 
accordance with accounting policies, standards and principles. 

 
1.2 The overall operating position for the budget for the year 2003/04 shows a surplus of £9,447 

after transfers to and from reserves to meet specific funding requirements and obligations.  
Budget transfers from reserves during the year totalled £208,666 and transfers to reserves 
totalled £363,574.  Such use of reserves enables the Authority to target funds to achieving the 
objectives contained in its Business Plan without the necessity to conform to strict end of year 
accounting regimes. 

 
 
2. THE OUTTURN POSITION 
 
2.1 Appendix 1 details the actual spends of the budget headings against the revised estimates as 

updated for variations during the second half of the year.   
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The overall budgetary position for 2003/04 can be summarised as:

Electronic Government (IEG), a Sustainable Development Fund (SDF) and an additional 
revenue allocation of £200,000 from DEFRA which has been used to support 2004/05

2.4 Transfers to reserves at the end of the year for outstanding commitments were in excess of 

transfers from reserves by £154,908.  The main factors that have contributed to this increase 
are:

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3. RESERVES 
 
3.1 A detailed analysis on Reserves is attached at Appendix 2 and this shows the movements 

during the year under four categories: 
 
 Capital 
 Revenue 
 Match Funding 
 Revenue General 
 
3.2 The Revenue General Reserve is the sum set aside to meet any unforeseen or exceptional 

items of expenditure and provide working capital.  The balance at 31 March 2004 is £116,654 
which I regard as adequate in that it represents almost 4% of the approved set budget for 
2004/05 and in absolute terms is not a significant amount.  This assessment will be reviewed 
by the External Auditor as part of audit of the the Annual Accounts for 2003/04. 

 
3.3 In formulating the budget for 2004/05, Members will recall it was agreed that £38,000 be 

taken from reserves to support the proposed spending.  The Revenue General Reserve would 
be severely depleted if this amount was met from this source and it is recommended therefore 
that given the high level of overall reserves the position is reviewed at the revised estimate 
stage in the Autumn and be considered by the Resources Committee on 16 November 2004.  
The options available would be to meet the £38,000 from Reserves, by redeployment of any 
underspendings identified at revised estimates, or by a combination of both.  This strategy 
does not place the Authority at risk in that the budget for 2004/05 has been properly 
constructed and underspendings are likely to arise.
