Surface and terrain: The woodland walk to
the tallest tree is along a purpose-built
accessible path with a rolled stone surface, and
a maximum gradient of |:15.

If you want to explore further there are lots
of other tracks through the forest, but the
gradients are steeper — the main track leading
out of the top of the car park is a steady climb
with a maximum gradient of |:8.

) Nutcombe Bottom is home to
England’s tallest tree, which has been
growing here since 1876 and was 197
feet (60.05 metres) when it was last
measured in 2009. It also has a trunk
estimated to weigh 50 tonnes with a
diameter of 1.74 metres.
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
